Detailed Itinerary Description

Day 1: Chena Hot Springs

Today we’ll travel north of Fairbanks (Alaska’s 2nd largest city) to Chena Hot Springs. This afternoon we’ll go for a hike near Chena (fascinating geologic formations) and later soak in the therapeutic hot pools. Chena Hot Springs is the home of the first geothermal power plant in Alaska and the first year round ice structure in the world. 
Days 2-6: The Arctic

Loosened up after a relaxing soak at Chena we’ll be ready to travel north to the Arctic! We’ll spend our next days traveling north into the most remote region accessible by road in Alaska. We’ll cross the Yukon River, the Arctic Circle, and the mighty Brooks Range, on to the treeless plain of the North Slope. We’ll camp along the way with opportunities for remote hiking and outstanding wildlife viewing. Expansive wilderness will grace our entire trip.
Our daily schedule will be dictated by Mother Nature with an emphasis on experiencing the most that we can in the limited time we have. 
Note: North of Chena Hot Springs facilities are fairly limited. 

Day 7: Prudhoe Bay and the Arctic Ocean


On our final day we will arrive at the end of the road in Prudhoe Bay and will explore the Prudhoe Bay oil facilities and access the Arctic Ocean (anyone for a dip? It’s been done!). 
Participants can then fly from Prudhoe Bay (day 7) to the location of their choice (not included in the tour price). Return flights to Fairbanks are approximately $350 and flights to Anchorage are approximately $400. Other destinations are available including Barrow, the most northern settlement in the U.S.

Trips that operate in reverse require a flight to Prudhoe Bay the morning of day 1.
